Provide all coaches with a Game Day Booklet 

Liase with, and report to, the Committee on all coaching related issues 

Work closely with the Junior Registration Co-ordinator to determine team composition and 
registration at the beginning of each season 

Demonstrate an understanding of the By-Laws and rules governing the EDNA competition 

Through example, foster a love/enjoyment of the game of netball in the Club’s players, and 
demonstrate what good sportsmanship is about 

Liaise with Equipment Co-ordinator to ensure all equipment requirements are met 

Promote ENC via programs such as NetSetGo, and further develop players’ skills via 
participation in tournaments
